Content Notes

Jezebel is a dance performance. It is about the video vixens, women who danced and modelled, in rap music videos of the late 90s and early 2000s. Some people thought the rap videos showed male rappers using the video vixens as things for their sexual pleasure. Other people thought that the video vixens found power in their sexy dress, poses and movements. Jezebel is about video vixens coming into their own power. It is also about the sexualisation of Black women. 
Some of the lyrics of the music talk explicitly about sex. 
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
