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Sing-A-Long Muppet Christmas Carol – Pre show Information

This information is to help you decide if Sing-A-Long Muppet Christmas Carol is for you. Content notes, including what happens in the show, are further in the document. 
The Space
The show is the Members Bar. There will be seats facing forward. The seats will all be facing a screen where the film will be projected. The two performers will stand in front of the screen during the introduction. 
The Performers
The performers are Becca and Louise. They are playing themselves. They are both white women in their mid 30s. They are both 5’2’’. 
Becca has long brown curly hair and is dressed as Gonzo from the Muppets Christmas Carol. The outfit is a top hat, red coat, waistcoat and checked trousers. Louise has short brown hair and is dressed as Rizzo from the Muppet Christmas Carol. The outfit is a top hat, a brown coat, red and yellow scarf. Louise is naked from the waist down because in the film, Rizzo the rat also wears no trousers!
Lighting and Sound
· At the beginning, the lighting will be bright on stage. There will also be some red and green Christmas coloured lights. 
· There will be projected images on the screen. The images will be of the Muppets.

· When the film begins, the room will get darker. It will never get totally dark. It won’t get totally dark because people will be allowed to leave the room or move around and it needs to be safe to do that.
· During the film, the 2 performers will sometimes talk over the sound. This includes music/singing. 

· Smoke will be used at one point.

· A bright light will come on from stage left about 15 minutes into the film, and then go off again.

· The film will be played loud enough that everyone can hear it and sing a long with it if they like.

Participation
· At the beginning, the 2 performers will speak. They will sing a song, and the audience will be encouraged but not obliged to join in. 

· Everyone in the audience will be offered a goody bag which are left on the seats. You do not have to take it. Inside the goody bag is an apple, a humbug, some cotton wool, a shotglass and sweets or chocolate.

· The 2 performers will explain the goody bags contain items to throw, eat or use during the sing a long. You do not have to participate in this, but many people often do. This means cotton wool balls will sometimes be thrown into the air and fall down again.

· At 3 points in the film, the performers will offer whisky to the audience. The whisky will be poured into the shotglasses. You do not have to take the whisky.

· The performers will encourage the audience to sing and shout things. This means it can get noisy in the room. It also means we cannot predict everything that will happen.

· The audience will be allowed to leave the room to go to the bar or toilet or chill out area at any point during the show.
Content Notes
The show is the story of the Muppet Christmas Carol. It is also the story of Becca and Louise – Sh!t Theatre – who are presenting the sing a long. The story of the Muppet Christmas Carol is about a man who prefers money to friendship. One Christmas eve he is visited by 3 ghosts. The ghosts teach him about love and friendship. He wakes up on Christmas and has changed for the better. There is a happy ending.
Becca and Louise are Sh!t Theatre. Their story is that they love the Muppets and they are experts. They are here to present the film to you.
Access Information
· The show is two hours long

· All performances are Relaxed this means you can move or make noise if you need to and can go in and out of the performance space

· Latecomers will be permitted 

· Ear defenders are available to borrow from the box office for anyone who might find these useful 

· There is an accessible toilet on every floor of the building

· There is a chill out space outside the performance space that is available anytime the building is open
