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Truth’s A Dog Who Must to Kennel – Pre show Information

This information is to help you decide if Truth’s A Dog Who Must to Kennel is for you. Content notes, including what happens in the show, are further in the document. 
The Space
The show is the Council Chamber. There will be seats on risers. There will be a bare stage. 
The Performers
The performer is Tim Crouch.
Lighting and Sound
· There will be gentle lights on both the audience and the performers. 
· There are no flashing lights.

· There is no haze.
· Often there is music underscoring the talking. If this is difficult there will be a captioned performance

· About 30 minutes in the music will get louder and louder. It will be very loud for about a minute

· About 43 minutes in, as he describes leaving, there is a crashing sound that goes on for about a minute

Participation
Tim will talk directly to the audience. 
Access Information
· The show is 70 minutes long

· All performances are Relaxed this means you can move or make noise if you need to. You can go in and out of the performance space 
· The performance will be captioned on March 16th and 17th.
· Latecomers will be permitted 

· Ear defenders are available to borrow from the box office for anyone who might find these useful 

· There is an accessible toilet on every floor of the building

· There is a chill out space outside the performance space that is available anytime the building is open.

Content Notes
· The show is about theatre and why it exists. 

· The show discusses a performance of Shakespeare’s King Lear so it describes the way King Lear portrays madness. It also describes in some detail the blinding of Gloucester, a character in the play. 
· It describes a neurodivergent woman as ‘yelping’ and ‘yapping’, and then describes, in detail, ushers removing her from the theatre by force. It also describes the death of an audience member from a heart attack. 
· There is some strong language. At one point ‘idiot’ is used. 
· There is a very long, violent and filthy joke told where anything specific is replaced with ‘you know’.

Detailed Content Notes:

Tim starts by wearing a VR headset and describing the audience. Then, he describes the world of King Lear and King Lear. Tim is playing the Fool in King Lear. In the world of the play, the Fool and King Lear are wandering in the storm. Tim as the Fool, decides to leave the world of the play. He is done with the play. 

Tim begins to do some stand-up comedy. He tells a story about asking a genie to remove inequality and make people respect each other more. But then, for his third wish he asks the genie to kill him. 

He goes back to the world of the play. He describes the audience again and how they are responding to the play. He describes the world of the play again. He describes, in great distress, the blinding of Gloucester, a character in King Lear. He describes the neurodivergent woman, who is making sounds in response to the performance. He describes ushers forcibly removing her. 
Tim does some stand-up again. He talks about how theatre is dead. He talks about how he had no choice but to leave. He says that, “If you were expecting me to have stayed in that hellhole, I’m a fool, not a fucking idiot”.
He goes back to the world of the play and describes the interval. He describes the audience and the actors, including himself. He describes himself thinking about leaving theatre for other work. There is an enormous crashing sound. 
He goes back to doing stand-up. He tells a long, filthy and violent joke, where anything that would be specific is replaced with ‘you know’. 

Back in the world of the play the action is interrupted by the sound of a phone. Tim describes as Edgar pretends to help Gloucester commit suicide. But Edgar convinces Gloucester to go on. One of the audience members dies from a heart attack. The play goes on. The play ends. 
Tim gets the microphone and tells a joke about a penguin. The show ends. 
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
