The Space

The set consists of 5 plastic small portable toilets which are covered in small gold mirror tiles. They will light up using neon flex strips.mThere will be a plastic gold curtain backdrop that will be hung from overhead rigging. There will be a lightweight neon sign that reads ‘Elvis died of burgers’ in white and orange lights. This will be mounted on hard translucent coloured plastic and hung from overhead rigging. There will be a small gold trolley with a curtain which has multiple use throughout the show. There will be an iPad used in one scene. There will be a mic stand and custom Elvis style microphone used throughout the piece.

Lighting and Sound

There are no flashing lights. There may be some slow moving lights.

There is some optional audience participation at the very end when there is an option to join the dancing. You don’t have to join in if you don’t want to.

· The running time is approximately 70 minutes. 

· There will be rubber gloves with latex used on stage

· All performances are Relaxed this means you can move or make noise if you need to and can go in and out of the performance space

· Latecomers will be permitted 

· Ear defenders are available to borrow from the box office for anyone who might find these useful 

· There is an accessible toilet on every floor of the building

· There is a chill out space outside the performance space that is available anytime the building is open

The show is a series of stories about the BLINK co-directors relationship to food, and stories about King of Rock ‘n’ Roll, Elvis Presley. Some of the stories are sad, but many of the stories are happy and uplifting.
