· The event will be open from 6.30pm.
· From 6.30pm until 7pm, people can sign up to perform.
· You can bring a drink from the downstairs bar into the space
· Seating is unallocated
· The audience will be welcomed by the Hosts, Aleksa and Kianu

· If you want to perform, you will have a 5 minutes to perform one song or poem
· If you want to bring backing music, please bring this on a USB and give it to the hosts Aleksa or Kiianu when you arrive
· The event will begin at 7pm and a host will introduce questions to the audience to encourage open discussions. This is optional. 
· Artists will be introduced and welcomed to the stage by the Host Kiianu. 
· There will be an interval at 8pm.
· You are welcome to leave the space and come back in at any point during the event or interval. 
· After the interval there will be an activity for the audience where they will be given a word or phrase and asked to say what comes to their mind when hearing that. This is optional.
· Audience members are encouraged to show support to performing artists through clicking fingers, clapping or waving hands, cheering, or any other suitable form of verbal or physical appreciation to the artists unless the artists request otherwise.
· Open-mic artists are to recognise this is an intimate space and should respect audience members by providing any content notes where possible. 
· When the performances ends, the audience will be given a goodie bag containing things such as a notebook, a pen, a scanable QR code containing writing booklets and creative career advice as well as the social media credits to the headliners.
· The show will end at 10:30pm, and the audience will be escorted out of the event space where they will be free to continue conversations and networking at the foyer until 11pm. 

About Open Mic

‘Open Mic’ is shortened for the term ‘Open Microphone’, and is defined as a live event, often recurring at night, where audience members, regardless of experience, may perform on stage. Open mic events are typically a chilled and relaxed, intimate setting with and focuses the spotlight on spoken word artists, poets, singers, rappers and comedians. 

Content Notes

There is full creative freedom in those who wish to perform, and no restrictions during open discussions. However, performers are advised to provide any content notes before performing out of respect to the intimate and relaxed space created. 

Access Information

· This show is for everyone above the age of 16 years old. 
· All performances are relaxed this means you can move or make noise if you need to. You can go in and out of the space when you need to, to take breaks, use the restroom, or get refreshments. 
· Latecomers will still be allowed into the venue, however the open-mic sign up will only take place between 6:30pm-7pm. Any late arrivals after 7pm will not be allowed to perform. 
· Ear defenders are available to borrow from the box office for anyone who might find these useful 
· There is an accessible toilet on every floor of the building
· There are gender neutral toilets on the first floor of the building
· There is a chill out space outside the performance space that is available anytime the building is open.

The Space

· The Members Bar is located on the first floor of the building. An accessible lift is available.
· Seats will be put in rows, in a thrust layout, with facing a small stage. Beanbags and soft seating will be available at the front. Standing is also allowed at the back of the space.  

Lighting and Sound

· There will be no flashing lights in the performance
· The lighting will be dimmed, with fairy lights and a coloured spotlight on the performers
· There is no haze

· Ear defenders are available in the space at anytime
·  We are not expecting there to be any sudden loud noises

Photos/ Videos

· There will be a photographer and videographer present. The photographers may take a few general event shots including the audience, but the priority is on the performers. The videographer will only capture the performances 
· This content is being created for the performer’s personal use and the artists’ (photographers’/videographer’s) use. If anyone wishes to share the content publicly, they are advised to credit the artists who created the content.
· Anyone who wishes to not consent to photography or filming will be given the opportunity upon arrival. 
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
