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Hate Radio – Pre show Information

This information is to help you decide if Hate Radio is for you. Content notes, including what happens in the show, are further in the document. 

The Space

The show is the Council Chamber. The Council Chamber has audience seating on steps that faces the stage. There will be a radio station on the stage. At the start and the end of the performance blinds will cover the windows of the radio station. There will be video played on the blinds. 
You will listen to the show on a radio using ear buds.

Lighting and Sound
· The performance is in French and Kinyarwanda
· There are no flashing lights.

· There is no haze.
· The entire show has the sound of rain playing under the performance. Often performers talk over the music. All performances will be captioned. 
· Some loud music will be played

Participation
· There is no audience participation
Access Information

· The show is 115 minutes long

· There is no interval

· All performances are Relaxed this means you can move or make noise if you need to. You can go in and out of the performance space 

· All performances are captioned, which includes descriptions of sound.

· Latecomers will be permitted 

· There is an accessible toilet on every floor of the building

· There is a chill out space outside the performance space that is available anytime the building is open.

Content Notes

This performance is about the 1994 Rwandan genocide. It is about how hate is spread and how violence is encouraged. re-enacts a broadcast of Radio-Télévision Libre des Mille Collines (RTLM), which encouraged the genocide. It contains detailed descriptions of Tutsi people being killed, mutilated, raped and hunted. None of this violence is enacted on stage. A broadcast of RTLM is re-enacted on stage. This broadcast includes the hosts saying racist things about Tutsi people, and encouraging people calling in to hunt and kill them. Nirvana’s ‘Rape Me’ is also played. 

Detailed Content Notes

The performance begins with a video that explains about the events of the genocide. This is mixed with actors re-enacting testimony by two of the radio hosts of RTLM, Georges Ruggiu and Valérie Bemeriki, and journalists and survivors of the genocide telling their stories. This sections contains very detailed descriptions of people being chopped into pieces, two of the survivors escaping from a mass grave and sexual assault. A survivor describes hearing about their family being murdered on RTLM. 
Then, the blinds on the radio station open and the cast re-enacts a broadcast of RTLM, which encouraged the genocide. Over the course of the show the three hosts will play music, share the news, talk about Rwandan history, call Tutsi people ‘cockroaches’, tell racist stories about Tutsi people being violent, being murders, being rapists. They will call, again and again, for all Tutsi people to be killed. 
The blinds on the radio station go down. Another video plays. This is about what happened after the genocide. A journalist reflects on the violence, which includes descriptions of violent sexual assault and rape. A survivor talks about going to the executions of Froduald Karamira, the politician who organized the genocide. The performance ends with a survivor talking about how they do not know why the genocide happened and that they do not think it will be the last genocide. 
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
