Content Notes

This documentary is about the 1994 Rwandan genocide. It is about how hate is spread and how violence is encouraged. It re-enacts a broadcast of Radio-Télévision Libre des Mille Collines (RTLM), which encouraged the genocide. It contains detailed descriptions of Tutsi people being killed, mutilated, raped and hunted. None of this violence is shown but there are two moments of archive footage showing dead bodies. The broadcast includes the hosts saying racist things about Tutsi people, and encouraging people calling in to hunt and kill them. Nirvana’s ‘Rape Me’ is also played.
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
