About the Show

· This performance is a retelling of the classic folktale, Blue Beard,
· The main story is about a magician (Blue Beard) and his new bride, who discovers that he has a dark secret. The ending of this performance differs from the way the story is traditionally told.

· The performance features two additional storylines: an arch order of sisters from a convent, and a young man searching for his sister. The three storylines join together at the end.

· There is a scene featuring latex balloons. 

· There is a scene featuring a magic trick where a character pretends to saw a woman in half, while she lies in a box.
