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Walking Each Other Home – Preshow Information

This information is to help you decide if Walking Each Other Home is for you. Content notes, including what happens in the show, are further in the document. 

The Space
· The show is in the Members Library
· The performance will happen in the middle of the stage 
· The audience sits front on to the stage 

The Performers
This show will be performed by Stacy Makishi[image: ]

Lighting and Sound
· The performance space is well lit, there will be a short 3minutes of dark time onstage around 28minutes
· There is music at the same time as people talking
· There will be dance song played at the end of the show


Participation
There is audience participation. 
· The performer will talk with audience member and sharing personal experiences, such as a time you rejected someone before they rejected you.
· Audience members can also choose to write anonymously on a card about their deepest longing. These cards are collected in a postbox, and later some are read out loud by audience members. 
· The Performer always asks for verbal consent before any game begins. One scene, the performer will ask for an audience volunteer to play her dad. Two volunteers draw portraits of Stacy, the audience votes, and the person who appears to lose becomes the Dad, and stayed with Stacy on the stage for another 5 minutes. 
· The performer will invite audience volunteer to join the ‘ritual game’, where audience should leave any of their object on the stage, next audience brings another object and place next to the previous object; and they can read cards from the inbox on stage. 
· Towards the end of the show, audiences are invited to dance.


Access Information
· The performance is 90 minutes long
· There is an accessible toilet on every floor of the building
· There is a chill-out space outside the performance space that is available anytime the building is open 
· All performances are Relaxed this means you can move or make noise if you need to and can go in and out of the performance space
· Latecomers will be permitted 
· Ear defenders are available to borrow from the box office for anyone who might find these useful
